Reduce garbage

Use cloth bags instead of plastic-
This small measure will greatly
reduce the amount of waste bring
into the home.

Use the bulk food section - Buy
rice, beans, cereals, teas, spices,
and other dry foods in the bulk
food section of grocery store and
store the foods in airtight glass or
containers in the home.

Reusing and Recycling

Donate items when possible-
Donate old clothing, usable
electronics, or other items instead
of throwing them out in the trash.
OIld clothes and fabric scraps can
be donated to a fabric recycling
facility.

Reuse containers- Durable
containers, bottles, boxes and bags
can be reused a number of times
before they need to go out with the

garbage or recycling. Plastic
containers are fine to use for
storage, but be careful about
reusing them too many times to
store food.
Dispose of trash and hazardous
waste properly - Some household
items can't be recycled or reused.
These items have to be thrown out
with the trash or disposed of at a
hazardous waste facility. Try to
reduce the consumption of
batteries, paint, TVs, computers,
and other electronics.
Composting
Select an area in a sunny or
partially shaded spot and dump
food scraps, cuttings, green items
like raw vegetable peelings, coffee
grounds, tea bags, grass cuttings,
leaves, and brown items like sticks
and branches, paper, cardboard,
eggshells, sawdust into it properly.
Maintain the compost site and
use the compost when it's ready.
